What do I do?

1. Pick an environmental/safety health topic
2. Work with a group of 2 
3. Explain in a presentation why this issue is important to the class. 
4. In the presentation please cover the following:
a. What is the problem? – give a description of the situation. This needs to be a solid description with detailed information about how this became a problem.  Example of some questions to answer:

i. Where are the worst areas in the world?
ii. What age group does this problem effect the most?

iii. How has this problem changed over the last 20 years?

iv. Does this just impact the environment, or our physical health as well? Maybe it impacts both our physical health and the environment. 

b. What are the facts? – state a minimum of 5 facts from reliable sources that supports your issue or emphasizes why there is a problem.

i. Your facts need to emphasize the problem. They show how this issue effects all of us.

c. What is the solution? – what steps can we do to change or make a difference.

Example of some questions to answer:

i. What are some possible solutions?

ii. Are any countries making an impact?

iii. What marketing campaigns have made a difference?

d. Why should we care? Why should the general public care about this issue?
i. As teenagers, how does this impact your life?

ii. Does it impact our community?

iii. Does it impact your future?

e. DO NOT COPY YOUR INFORMATION. WRITE IT IN YOUR OWN WORDS.

f. Submit the information in the presentation in a word document.

g. List your sources on a separate sheet of paper with your group’s names on it and the topic.

h. Have at least 4 pictures or images.
